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Sheep and Goat News: 
  

The movement of sheep and goats through auction continues to decline. In 2008, we sold 361,000 
total sheep and goats. In 2009, we sold 310,000 but, in 2010 we only sold 300,000. As you can see, that is 
a decline of 61,000 in 2 years. The demand continues to be good and the market values have reflected just 
that. The percentage of hair cross lambs continues to increase. The wool feeder lambs have reached new 
market highs going to commercial feedlots with some lambs bringing over $1.90 per pound. Most of 
those lambs brought from $1.50 to $1.80 through the fall. The wooled feeder lambs being fed to kill in the 
large packing houses, like Swift and Superior, are bringing over $1.50 with some up to $1.60. Do the 
math…$1.55 x 140 pounds =$217.00 per head. 
 This fall, we have seen a very high percentage of the goats sold at the most preferred weight and 
flesh condition. The market stayed at least 30 cents per pound over last year’s levels. Remember, the kid 
goat prices do influence the value of lambs, especially the hair cross lambs. The past 10 years or so, the 
highest marketing months for goats have been March and April. Continue your efforts on predator 
control, as those kids and lambs are worth lots of money at market.

Cattle News: 
  
 We went out of 2010 with a good cattle market and began 2011 with even higher prices on all 
classes. Lots of these front-end steer calves weighing 400 to 500 pounds are dollaring out $650 to $700, 
the 500 to 600 pounders bringing $700 to $775 and the 600 to 700 pounders are bringing over $800. 
 Cull cows and bulls are bringing premium prices as a result of the demand for ground beef. It 
would certainly be a good time to get rid of those old cows and non-producers. Also, the young wet bag 
cows, even if they are open, are bringing well over packer prices.  
 Most people in the industry say we have the fewest number of cows since the 1950’s. The export 
markets continue to show strength and this will tighten domestic beef supplies even more and could lead 
to even higher cattle prices. 
 We appreciate your business and here’s hoping for a wetter New Year.
