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Sheep and Goat News: 
 This has been a fun ride through one of the best springs on record. Not only has there been 
an abundance of feed but, also a wonderful market on both sheep and goats. The goat market 
stayed above $2 per pound through April then started to fall off in May just as it has for the past 10 
years or so. Reflecting back, I must say that the best selling kids are those fat kids from 55 to 65 
pounds and the good fat mutton goats are higher than they have ever been in June. We are still 
seeing lots of those bringing from $140 to $160 per cwt.  
 The hair sheep cross lambs are selling mostly in the $115 to $130 per cwt range. Keep in 
mind the goats’ value influences the price of hair sheep lambs since most of them go to the ethnic 
markets. Wool lambs weighing over 70 pounds have been going to the commercial feedlots in the 
$135 to $145 range this spring and early summer.  
 Remember to deal with stomach worms and keep addressing your predator problems as 
best you can. We must continue to support any means of predation control both with our Wildlife 
Services as well as any personal efforts. The sheep and goats still make good sense if you can raise 
kids and lambs and get them to market.

Cattle News: 
How shrink and proper feeding and handling affects your bottom dollar. 
Assume a calf weighs 650 lbs at the ranch (remember he will probably shrink from 2 to 5 % just 
getting to town). Also assume the same calf, if not fed and handled properly, can lose additional 
weight at the market. 
Scenario #1: calf shrinks a total of 8% (52#) before selling—598# @ $114/cwt = $681.72 
Scenario #2: calf shrinks a total of 6% (39#) before selling—611# @ $113/cwt = $690.43 
Scenario #3: calf shrinks a total of 4% (26#) before selling—624# @ $112/cwt = $698.88 
Scenario #4: calf shrinks a total of 2% (13#) before selling—637# @ $111/cwt = $707.07 
Scenario #5: calf shrinks 0%  before selling (0#)        --650# @ $110/cwt = $715.00 
How does your livestock market handle shrink? 
Do they have a large number of pens where the cattle are kept separate? 
Do those pens have clean water that is in a trough that they can get to and utilize without 
interference? 
Do they feed your cattle twice a day with a full time feed crew?** 
Does a feed crew manager with over 20 years experience oversee the feeding of your cattle? 
Cattle that are properly fed will remain healthy longer for buyers. 
**Feed cost at Producers Livestock is currently $.37/cwt/day measured in ½ day increments.  
(example: 500# calf fed for one day—5 x .37 = $1.85 per day) All cattle are fed good quality grass 
hay with alfalfa hay and preconditioning ration from Angelo Pellets being available when called 
for.
